Application Requirement Applicants must have completed at least one semester of enrollment at home 
university before application, which means applicants must have completed at 
least two semesters of enrollment before exchange at NTNU. 

Minimum GPA Requirement GPA 3.0/4.3 or 75% average 

Minimum English Requirement TOEFL iBT 80 or IELTS 6.5 (suggested requirement)

Insurance Requirement  Purchase Insurance at Home Country 

(1) All exchange students are required to purchase both overseas Accidental 
Insurance & overseas Medical Insurance at home country. 

(2) Each kind of insurance shall worth a minimum of NT$1,000,000 (approx. 
US$35,000) valid for the entire exchange period. 

 National Health Insurance (NHI) (1 Academic Year students only) 
National Health Insurance is required by Taiwanese government from the  
7th month after arrival.

VISA Application  Students who study LESS than 6 months  VISITOR VISA 
an extension can be claimed 15 days before expiry.

 Students who study MORE than 6 months  RESIDENT VISA 
required to apply for Alien Resident Certificate (ARC) within 15 days after
